Reading Responses

On each day that a reading is assigned you will be responsible for coming to class prepared to discuss the material. By the beginning of these classes, you will post to the class blog a short reading response or a comment to the response of a classmate.

Participation
A good deal of activity will take place through our class blog. You will be required to use the blog to exchange ideas, etc. You will need to make at least thirty postings to the class blog. (Postings for media pages or specific assignments don’t count, though comments and reading responses do.) You may not receive more than 15 points for postings submitted after October 16th.

You will also be required to work in groups during the term to submit regular class activities. Failure to participate in class activities may result in the lowering of your participation grade.

Grading

· Your final grade will be based on meeting all of the requirements in the course and on the quality of the portfolio of work you submit. We will discuss and develop the portfolio throughout the semester.
